as sources for ancestor records. Our door prize went to
lucky Jeanne Strevey. Two free book draws gave
Connie Van DeKoppel "Tittanic" and Marie Payne a
coffee table book "Major World War Battles." Fortunate
Jim Harkness won the book "Photo Organizing
Practices" from the ticket draw (smile face)

Ingrid Porritt started our "Show and Tell" with relics from
her 1880's Charles Storrs home in North Muskegon on
Muskegon Lake. Home renovations plus wading in the
lake yielded her numerous finds as pottery pieces,
utensils, clay pipes, old bottles and logging tools plus an
actual branded log end. These many items helped us
connect to former Muskegon times. She shared her
father-in-laws WWII military records which was a good
example connected to our program. A set of books from
Alpena featuring its history and citizens was
interesting. Her Norwegian family genealogy books
exampled ways to prepared our family
histories. Coincidental occasions can occur as with
Ingrid's meeting a distant cousin who shared a 5 X great
grandfather while visiting a grave site!

Bill Hansen had a successful result acquiring a copy of
the original blueprints for his grandfather's Hansen Dairy
Bar once located in Muskegon Heights. He sent to the
firm that drew up the building finding they still had the
prints on file! Guess we must always take chances
when collecting for family history! He brought a 1905
driver's license requiring three witnesses signatures that
belonged to his grandfather, Peter Hansen. A box full of
memorabilia was donated to Bill from the Ida Maynard
home. Along with many special items was a William
Maynard's BA degree earned at age 49 and a 1954
Masters degree. The stories that went with these items
were very entertaining.

Phyllis Slater kept the Valentine theme sharing her
parent's marriage license in Henry Co., Ohio. She had a
certificate of marriage proof for Howard and Nina Coles
necessary to get more money while he was in the
military. An arrangement of stamps around a 1942
telegram exchanged by them was nicely displayed in a
frame. We saw their 25th and 50th anniversary
pictures, too. Her great uncle and aunt, Basil & Viola
Coles-Nelson, had a 1920 wedding photo on display.
Barb Martin brought her ancient grandfather's lineage to
presidents as requested in our newsletter. He was
related to George W. Bush, Herbert Hoover, and William
Howard Taft. She will share more on her relationship in
Aprill  Judy Tierney is recognized for reading her
newsletter by bringing some Valentine's belonging to her
grandmother. She also had commemorative postcards
of the 1843 to 1863 Great Migration to the West along
the Oregon Trail. There were over 400,000 pioneers
who took this route in covered wagons pulled by oxen
and mules.

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MICHIGAN HISTORY MAGAZINE

One our members was cleaning out their closet of old
magazines and she gave them to me for the “free table” of
books at Muskegon Community College, | found an article in
Michigan History Magazine, March/April 1999 mentioning
Whitehall, Michigan. “Dad, are we there yet?” by Morris
Buske tells the adventure of Ernest Hemingway, his parents
and his younger brother travelling from Oak Park, lllinois to
Walloon Lake in northern Michigan in the summer of 1917.
For the sixteen previous years they had travelled by boat,
but this summer Ernest’s father, Dr. Hemingway decided to
travel by land with their Model T.

On their second day they stopped in Muskegon and at
Sorenson’s Garage in Whitehall with car trouble. They
spent the night at Mrs. Johnson’s lodging house in White-
hall. Debra Carte-Ramthun wrote in a December 1995 arti-
cle in Whitehal’'s White Lake Beacon, ‘Yes, Hemingway
slept here, too: but thank God he didn’t eat the pie! ...Little
did the poor, unsuspecting family of Ernest Hemingway
know that they were in for some of the most unpalatable
food in Whitehall when they stopped there for the night.
One White Lake Historical Society member minced no
words on Johnson’s culinary ability (rather, inability) when
he said she was noted for terrible lemon pie and chocolate
custard that local contractors used to plaster walls.”

They also gassed up at Everett Gee’s “Standard Oil sta-
tion where Bell’s Furniture, 116 Colby now stands "(My un-
cle and cousin own Bell's Furniture)

On the third day they stopped in Hart. On day four they
left Scottville and made it to Ironton. On day five they made
it to Walloon Lake. They spent $11.95 for hotels and meals,
went through 22 gallons of gas (22 mpg), and 2 gallons of
oil for a cost of gas and oil of $8.32. Dr. Hemingway, Ear-
nest’'s father never repeated the trip by land again, and
shipped his Model T home from Manistee.
